Purpose of the Sara Howrey El día de los niños/El día de los libros Mini-Grants:
· Increase the public’s awareness of the El día de los niños/El día de los libros program.
· Develop materials and programs that can be a model in other states and communities.
· Make available on the web easily downloadable materials useful for developing and publicizing the program locally.
· Expand the number of public and school libraries participating in the Día program.
Guidelines:
1. Two mini-grants for $100 each will be awarded to implement a new Día event or to add to an existing Día event. Public and school libraries are eligible to win one of the two awards. The objective of the event must emphasize the importance of advocating literacy for children of all linguistic and cultural backgrounds.
2. The Día event must be held between April 24th and May 8th, 2010
3. Eligible public and school libraries must be within the REFORMA Southeast service area (Alabama, Georgia, Kentucky, Mississippi, Tennessee, and Virginia) OR have a staff member who is a member of REFORMA Southeast.
4. Publicity of the event must identify REFORMA Southeast as sponsor/partial sponsor.
5. Winners must be willing to have their program featured in our website both in written and photographic detail.
